Frequently Asked Questions:

HOW LONG IS COURSE? 

This Masters programme is a 2-year part time programme.  We have an intake of new students every second year. 

HOW DO I APPLY FOR THE COURSE?

Our next intake of students is in September 2010.  The application process for the September 2010 intake will begin in March 2010.  Applications should be completed online on the UCD website.  Further details are available on www.ucd.ie/apply.

WHAT ARE ENTRY CRITERIA FOR THE COURSE?

In order to gain entry onto the course, students must have a primary degree in a relevant subject (i.e.; medicine, social work, psychology, nursing, etc.). This course is designed for professionals who already have experience of working therapeutically with children and their families and who will be able to maintain this contact throughout the programme.   As a large component of the course is practical skills, students must have access to a clinical caseload (preferably from a child and adolescent mental health clinic).  

WHAT IS THE COST OF THE COURSE?

The cost of the programme is approximately €7,300 per year.  This price may fluctuate dependent on UCD fees and inflation.  Further information is available on the UCD website www.ucd.ie or from the UCD fees department fees@ucd.ie 

WHAT IS THE TIME COMMITMENT OF THE COURSE?

This UCD Masters is run from Lucena Clinic in Rathgar. The lectures are typically held on a Wednesday afternoon from 1pm – 5pm.  Clinical supervision is then typically held from 5.30pm – 7pm in the same venue.  

ACCREDITATION AND EMPLOYMENT PROSPECTS:

The programme is recognized by the Irish council for psychotherapists (ICP), and can stand towards 2 years of the 4 years of minimum training needed to become an accredited psychotherapist, subject to student meeting other accreditation criteria.
